Theregular hours willbe observed. They are 8:30 a.m. to 12:00 Noon and 1:00
p.m.to 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday and 8:00 a.m.to 1:00 p.m. on
Saturday. All household trash must be bagged, and scrap metaland demo
material must be separated. There willbe no free tire disposal at the landfill
site or the Ottawa County Shop and no free Demo material from businesses.
You must be an Ottawa County Resident with Ottawa County tags.

TIRES will be collected at the Ottawa County Shop 912 E. 10" Street,
Minneapolis Kansas from May 6" through May 11"". No limit to the number of
tires per household. NO tires will be accepted from any commercial or retail
businesses. Allrims must be removed. You will be required to signinand
must be driving a vehicle with Ottawa county tags. There will be no tires
taken at the Landfill during this week. There are cameras installed at the tire
collection site, anyone leaving tires outside the collection site will be
charged withillegal dumping.
